Script

Hello everyone! For those of you who don’t know me, my name is Richard Freeman, but most
people here call me Freebie, which I’ve learnt to like. Boss Susie asked me to do a little research
on effective protests by young people in recent history, and to give you a short talk on this. Well,
I have done my homework and this is what I have found.

The civil rights movements, the human rights movements and the peace movements have a lot
to thank young people. The freedoms we enjoy these days were largely achieved because young
people took an active part in starting social change. I won’t be able to give you all the facts, as
we don’t have for ever, but I would like to give you some significant examples.

First, let’s go back in time to the period when segregation was still present in the United States.
That meant that black and white students went to different schools and the schools for black
children were often in terrible condition. In 1951, 16-year-old Barbara Rose Johns of the all
black Moton High School in Farmville, Virginia organised a student strike in protest at the
unequal conditions of the black and white schools. During the strike, Barbara and her fellow
students found legal help, and their case became one of five law suits that are known in history
as the Brown v. Board of Education cases. Judges ruled against segregation in these cases, and
this greatly contributed to the end of segregation in the USA.

Next, let me tell you about the counterculture movement of the 1960s. Young people actively
protested against the Vietnam War, nuclear weapons, racial and sexual discrimination and fought
for freedom of speech and sexual freedom. Let me give you some examples of these.

First of all, the students of the University of California, Berkeley played a leading role in the
freedom of speech movement as well as in the peace movement against the Vietnam War.

The Free Speech Movement was a student protest which began in 1964-1965 on the campus of
the University of California, Berkeley under the informal leadership of student Mario Savio and
others. The university administration banned on-campus political activities and did not recognise
the students’ right to free speech and academic freedom. The protesters wanted to change these.
The centre of the protest was Sproul Hall, the campus administration building. Protesters took
over this building in a massive sit-in. The sit-in ended on December 3, when police arrested over
800 students. Eventually, students’ demands were met and people are free to protest and give
speeches or organise political demonstrations in the area around Sproul Hall now.

One of the many important events organised by young people against the Vietnam War happened
on May 5, 1965, when student activists at the University of California, Berkeley staged the
first public burning of a draft card in the United States. Draft cards were documents ordering
men to go into the armed services. This was followed by many men refusing to go to war and
eventually lead to creating an army of professional soldiers.
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1.2 RECORDING (CONT)

I suppose you find having sex before being married kind of OK. (“Depends with whom”, “No,
not me, I follow Madonna and I’'m Like a Virgin” “Like — that’s clear, isn’t it?”) If you do, thank
the San Francisco counter culture movement of the mid 1960s. They started a new culture of
“free love”, they believed in the power of love and the beauty of sex as part of ordinary student
life. In the 1980s though, due to AIDS, many people returned to family values, and we are more
careful these days than those hippies used to be, I guess. (“Sure, god bless you, condom! I bet it
was a young person who invented it.” “I read it in Wikipedia that the ancient Egyptians already
used it 3 thousand years ago.” “I don’t believe it.” “Well, check it.”)

I also believe that you wear the clothes and hair style you want. (“Well, not always, depends
on how much money I get from my mom”, “How about the school uniform? I don’t want to
wear it.””) Well, it wasn’t always the case. In the 60’s, young people were actively hated by
older folks e.g. because they had long hair and wore casual clothes like jeans. Even in the 70’s
in countries like Hungary, students who refused to change their hairstyle could be forced to
leave a school. But a lot of those young people did not give in and now we have more freedom
to wear what we want.

Sometimes though, young people made great sacrifices and did not get the result they wanted.
A sad example was the Tiananmen Square protests of 1989 in China. The protesters believed
the Communist government was too corrupt and repressive; they wanted more freedom and
democracy. They also protested against inflation and unemployment. Large numbers of students
were killed. Unfortunately even today, this topic is a taboo in China.

However, it can give us hope that a lost battle can later bring the result people originally wanted.
An example of this can be the 1956 Hungarian Revolution. It was started by peaceful student
demonstrations in the streets of Budapest, which later attracted more and more support from
workers and other Hungarians. Though the revolution was brutally crushed, the communist
regime in Hungary became much softer afterwards and finally ended in 1989.

That was just to get you thinking about how young people have protested in the past and what
they have protested for. I would be interested to know what you think and if you know of any
other examples of young activism.

Courageous mother renews vigil outside Bush vacation ranch during
Thanksgiving
November 24, 2005

On August 6, Cindy Sheehan travelled to George Bush’s vacation ranch in Crawford, Texas
to demand that “Bush tell me why my son died in Iraq”. She was told that if she and her
companions did not leave, they would be considered a “national security threat” and arrested.
Dozens more joined Cindy at “Camp Casey,” and on Saturday, August 27, over 2,000 people
trekked to Camp Casey for a day of music and protest.

Cindy Sheehan has decided to camp on the road to Bush’s ranch near Crawford and remain
there until Bush either speaks with her or he returns to Washington. She puts a white cross in
the ground every time a new American soldier dies in Iraq. As she says, the crosses for all the
Iraqis killed in the war would cover the land around Bush’s ranch. It is one of those individual
acts of resistance that has inspired tens of thousands of others to act.

Cindy’s son, Army Specialist Casey Sheehan, was killed in Sadr City, Iraq on April 4, 2004.
Since Casey’s death, Cindy has become an active and vocal protestor of the war in Iraq.

Cindy first arrived on the road to Prairie Chapel, Bush’s ranch, on Saturday, August 6,
accompanied by more than 50. Since then, hundreds more have come from around the country
to join her encampment, to bring food and drink, or just to thank her for her courage. Her email
box is full with messages from supporters.

Cindy said to crowds:

“3000 of us were tragically slaughtered on 9-11 and we have used this as a justification to destroy
two countries that didn’t attack us and commit genocide on people who just want to be left
alone. Now Bloody George has killed more Americans than Osama bin Ladin and many, many
times more Iraqis. “I want [Bush] to honour my son by bringing the troops home immediately .
.. I don’t want him to use my son’s name or my name to justify any more killing.”

Some of George Bush’s supporters, though, have protested against Camp Casey and want Cindy
to go home.

Eviction of Danish Social Centre Fuels Anger across Europe
01.03.2007 23:33

The occupied house in Copenhagen, Denmark named ‘Ungdomshuset’ (“The Youth House™)
has functioned as a very important political and social cultural centre since 1982, home to
political demonstrations, political debates, concerts and many more cultural events.

But yesterday morning at around 7 am Danish police made an end to this by entering the roof
of the building using a helicopter and starting an unannounced full scale eviction. Riot-police
sealed off nearby streets quickly and attacked the building using teargas. The whole area was
closed off. Some witnesses say that teargas and police violence was plentiful.

Over 1000 people are reported to be back onto the streets last night and (burning) barricades
blocked off some major roads in the city. Some people have been admitted to hospital. Riots
have continued throughout the day and night and solidarity actions spontaneously broke out in
cities across Europe: Berlin (300+), K6ln, Hamburg (700+), Miinchen, Karlsruhe, Géttingen,
Frankfurt, Bremen (300+), Magdeburg, Hannover, Vienna, Heidelberg, Gothenburg, Oslo,
Helsinki, Stockholm (100+), Flensburg, Marburg, Potsdam and Leipzig. Over the next few days
many more demonstrations and actions are planned and Danish activists have called for people
to make Saturday 3rd March an international day of action.

In 2003 the fundamentalist Christian sect “Faderhuset”, which had bought the property in
2001 prompted the authorities to evict the “Ungdomshuset” and its users. They bought the
building from the local council, which gave the building to the young in 1982 in a political
compromise.
