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2.2 RECORDING OF THE LISTENING TASK (SCRIPT)

Mini sagas — what are they?

The name is really a joke. Originally, sagas were long stories of dramatic events over many
generations told by Norse and Icelandic peoples. They were probably started to provide
entertainment around the fire during the long winter nights.

A mini saga is a very short piece of writing which has exactly fifty words (not 49 and not
51). Luckily, this doesn’t include the title, which can have up to fifteen words. Another rule is
that contracted words and numbers count as one word. A mini saga has to tell a story with a
beginning, middle and an end: it cannot just be a description of something.

How did it all begin?
The first mini sagas appeared in 1982 in the Daily Telegraph, an English newspaper. They
announced the idea of the mini saga and held a competition for the best ones.

How to write a mini saga?

The limitation of fifty words means that the mini saga writer needs to think very imaginatively
about just what words are really necessary to tell the story. Here is one way that you could
write a mini saga.

1 Start by thinking of a story that you have written or would like to write, or think of a
well-known story, or something that you have read or heard. Get a good idea as this is the
most important start you can make. Brainstorm ideas based on situations. Perhaps you can
work out a story idea from real-life situations that can be shaped into a simple structure.
2 Write your first version. At this point don’t worry about the fifty word limit, but
concentrate on getting the narrative right. Then look at the words and phrases you can
‘tighten up’ so that every word counts. Use the best words you can to tell the story quickly.
3 Shorten your story. Take out any words that are not absolutely necessary. How many words
are there?

4 Now shorten your story again. How many words are there now? Finally, you may need to
change words or sentences to make exactly 50 words. It is very exciting!
